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Becket, or the Honor of God, which is both humorous and serious, has always been studied as a success of Anouilh's plays. The enthusiastic acceptance of the different interpretations of the story of Archbishop Thomas Becket has encouraged Anouilh to portray his vision of that story in a durable piece of work.

This paper will examine our theme, through shedding light on different comic scenes of the play. Are these scenes just for fun, or do they have a more serious purpose? In the play, we see explicit or implicit satire of women, priests, monks, soldiers, and even nobles. These scenes though seem to be written for fun, criticize certain conditions of human nature.

In some scenes of the play, however, we do not know whether to laugh or to cry, as our smile turns to be sympathy and anger. So, we are drawn into moments of illuminations, through which we can share the experience of the absurdity of human condition and of social demands.
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
