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The author intends to deal with the problems of translation in the novel where humor is largely highly culturally or linguistically biased. Examples between Spanish and English are used and the various English-speaking and Spanish-speaking contexts explored (ie. the differences between humor in the literary context in Latin America and in Spanish texts or the variations in humor between Australian, Canadian, American and British (Scottish, Irish, Welsh and English literature). Some references are also made to the differences between gendered humor in literature (ie. works directed at predominantly female or male audiences).
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
