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Examples of puns or wordplays between European languages are legion.  Equally there are many such instances between Japanese and their immediate neighbors: Koreans and Chinese.  Less known are bilingual (and a precious trilingual) wordplays involving the Japanese. 

The author, based on nearly 50 years of his career as a professional conference interpreter, simultaneous and consecutive, between English and Japanese, proposes to discuss these and other difficult and/or humorous cases of translating jokes and interpreting humor.
