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Using anecdotes from the accounts of Dr. Bernie Siegel, Allen Klein , Father Dom and assorted friends, this lecture will offer insights into the impact of attitude on the individual healing system. Joyce  will also share humorous tales of her own recent experiences after surgery for uterine cancer in August 2001, her closest friend’s breast cancer (diagnosed the day after Joyce’s surgery) and her husband’s colon cancer in December of the same year.  

The focus of the talk is meant to be both humorous and uplifting, hopefully helping the average intelligent adult (if such an individual exists) to deal more effectively with the maladies of life. When folks complain about aging, surely one recognizes that the only alternative is dying young and this option has already passed for most of us!
