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There were two major times when the author, an elementary school principal, received greeting cards from his students. One time was when he left the school where he had been principal for 13 years to take another position. Students sent beautiful, and funny, cards to him before he left that school. The second time was when he had surgery for colon cancer and was out of school for about five weeks. The cards from students were filled with emotion, but also humor. This paper analyzes the humor that young children (ages 6 through 10) expressed in their cards to their principal.
