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Satirical humor that positively promotes the goals and objectives of a variety of disciplines is not an unusual activity. One such example would be the parody on the Nobel Prizes called the Ig Nobel Awards. The Ig Nobel prizes have been awarded to ten individuals annually for the past ten years (since 1991). This presentation will be an attempt at qualitatively analyzing the frequency and various types of Ig Nobel Laureate achievements among approximately 100 nobel awardees. More specifically, the various types of humor that are recognized in these Ig Nobel achievements will be analyzed. A social/psychological perspective will emphasize the inter-personal functions of humor for within-group bonding that creates positive self image.  A social facilitation theory will be used to explain additional functions of humor utilized in the selection of Ig Nobel Laureate’s achievements.
